Nestled in Neny Fjord beneath the Northeast Glacier, the sites
offered a dramatic reminder of how closely early explorers lived with

ice, weather, and isolation, punctuated by loud, powerful, and

dynamic glaciers, and the freshening of Antarctic waters. The day
closed on a reflective note with a Tiny Talk celebrating the women of
Stonington, followed by a poetic tribute that proved Antarctica

inspires both science and the soul.
